41 yearsold.

318 000 coples of Pride and Prejudice were zold
m 2007, Thizis a httle strange. People don'thave exciting adventres mherbooks. They don't
find magic ings and they don’t conurit crimes. Her stories are about relationships. 3o why are her
books so popular?
