Why are we not more healthy?

In this second decade of the 21 century, with so many advances in medicine and technology, we would expect statistics to
tell us people are living much longer than previous generations did in the past. However, if experts are correct, research in
fact predicts that the next generation will live nowhere near as long as their parents. This seems counter-intuitive: why are
we becoming less healthy in an age when medical science implies we should be becoming more healthy?

It is certainly not because of a lack of awareness of the benefits of fitness and sport. More people go to sports centres than
ever before, jog and run regularly, or use equipment to exercise in their own homes. Yoga and martial arts classes are the
most popular they have ever been and large numbers of people are now taking part in sponsored fitness events such as
marathons and cycle runs. It’s also not down to a lack of information about nutrition. You can read advice on diet and
healthy eating in every magazine, and whole TV programmes are now dedicated to the subject of what we should or
shouldn’t eat. So, where exactly are we going wrong?

The painful truth is that the small changes in diet and the amount of physical activity we do are simply not enough to
compensate for the huge changes in lifestyle in our society in the last fifty years. Whereas a few decades ago most people
had to walk if they wanted to get anywhere, these days the majority of us drive, take the train or even hire a taxi to make
even the shortest journeys. At work and school, we are generally sitting all day long, usually working at computer screens
which scientists have discovered can be extremely bad for our health. Many office workers nowadays even email people
in the same office, rather than walking across the room to talk to them!

Another factor affecting long-term health is the growing consumption of fast food and ready meals. Despite the
information available about the risks of eating fast food, many people continue to do so for convenience. They eat it
because it’s quick, cheap and easy and because they simply don’t have enough time to shop for, prepare and cook fresh
food themselves because they work such long hours. Unfortunately while all of these foods are full of ingredients that are
tasty and satisfying, such as salt and sugar, these are not things which are good for our overall health.

So is there anything we can do to improve things for our children and their future health? Experts say that there are some
simple changes that can be made. Designers have developed standing desks and even desks attached to exercise bikes to
minimise the amount of time people are sitting and inactive. Walking for just 30 minutes per day has also been shown to
bring vast improvements to health, so leaving the car at home as much as possible is definitely a good idea. More than
anything though we need to take a good look at the world of work and find ways to achieve a better life/work balance for
the majority of people. Only by creating more time for leisure and non-work-related activities can we make room for the
quality of people’s lives to really improve

For many years, there has been some speculation regarding the actual benefits of the consumption of omega fish oils. It
has been proven that their consumption can prevent heart disease and counter the effects of depression, but some scientists
have made the bold claim that the regular consumption of Omega 3 drastically improves intelligence. Wanting to put the
rumours to the test, a group of scientists decided to carry out some qualitative research on a group of British children.
Details of the experiment, together with the results, can be found in this report.

Omega 3 and Omega 6 can be found in oily fish such as salmon, tuna and halibut. These oils cannot be made by the
human body and therefore need to be consumed either in our diets or as a dietary supplement taken in pill form. It is well
known that Western diets contain a relatively small quantity of Omega 3 fatty acids when compared to Asian cultures.
Consequently, the researchers chose individuals from Great Britain to carry out their research. The children selected for the
experiment were all from the same secondary school in the north of England and they were handpicked by teachers of the
school using a set of criteria. It was deemed essential by the experimenters that the children chosen regularly suffered from
a lack of concentration, and were not the highest achievers in class. Once the children had been selected, the scientists had
to gain parental consent. During an open evening with parents, many questions were answered and eventually all of the
parents signed the necessary forms allowing their son or daughter to take part. Individual files were then set up on each
student.

The duration of the experiment was six months. During the first three months, the researchers measured the concentration
and academic ability of the children through a series of experiments. The researchers were present in the classes of the
individuals and they also monitored their concentration during a series of tests carried out using electronic equipment and
computers. In addition, their academic ability was tested by the teachers who regularly fed homework marks or test results
back to the team of scientists. During the second half of the experiment, half of the children were given a pill containing a
specified quantity of Omega 3 and the other half were given placebos. During this second three-month period, the scientists
again carried out the same experiments that measured the concentration and academic ability of the selected children.

The results from the experiment were immediately clear. The boys that had taken the fish oils were finding it easier to
concentrate in class and had drastically improved their academic ability. They had begun to achieve higher results in class
and their teachers had commented on their improvements. In contrast, there was only a relatively small difference found
with the girls tested. Only a small percentage of the girls showed a dramatic increase in concentration, with the rest
showing no difference whatsoever. With regards to academic achievement, it was apparent that overall performance had
increased. The conclusions of the experiment were clear.

When the scientists released their findings stating that fish oils dramatically improved the behaviour, concentration and
academic ability of boys in a school environment and should therefore be used in the future to aid concentration and
improve intelligence, other experts jumped on the bandwagon and immediately refuted their claims. They questioned their
research methods, the school used and also the quantity of children experimented on. It appears that eating oily fish
undoubtedly has some advantages even if the scientist can’t put their finger on exactly what they are.

* Enthusiasm gives people energy. You have to ask yourself, if you’re not enthusiastic about doing something, why are
you doing it? Often people say “I can’t be bothered to...” or “I don’t see the point in doing.....”. Why moan about
something? My advice is either avoid doing the things you can’t be bothered to do or change your mentality and be more
enthusiastic. If you’ve read these very simple suggestions, then it’s not too late to do something to adjust things for the
better. You only get one chance at life so don’t mess it up! Act today, so you don’t regret tomorrow.
